Objective: To present the development process and the results of organ
transplantation in Vietnam in the past 30 years, thereby proposing some issues that
need attention for the development of organ transplantation in the coming time.

Results: Organ transplantation in Vietnam started after the world about 40 years
due to many reasons. After 30 years, organ transplantation of Vietnam has kept up
with the world. Up to now, we had 23 transplant centers with 7,038 cases, of which
the number of transplants from living donors is 6.620 (94%), from deceased donors
Is 418 cases (6%). The transplant rate per 1 million people was 8.6 (in 2018),



kidney transplant: 6.522 (from living done 6.276, from deceased donor 241), 440
liver transplants (from living doner 341, from deceased donor 99), 62 heart
transplant, 10 lung transplants (from living donor 1, from deceased donor 9), 2
intestine transplants from living donor, 1 case pancreas-kidney transplant, 1 case
heart-lung block transplant. The most complicated transplant technigues have been
done in the country. The result post transplantation was similar to the world. The
number of living donors were 6.620, deceased donors were 154. Living and
deceased organ donation rates per million population in 2018 were 8.24 and 0.13
respectively. The ratio of procurement from deceased donor is 2,7.

The issues of concern in the organ transplantation were: management of

transplant data, management of post-transplant patients, shortage of organs, organ
trafficking, financial support for transplant recipients.
Conclusion: Vietnam's organ transplant is about 40 years behind the world, but 10
years earlier than the domestic ogan transplant condition. After 30 years of organ
transplantation, Vietnam has kept up with world organ transplants while promoting
the development of domestic medicine.
